THE FIRST DOCUMENT – A VALID WILL

It is vital that your Will is drafted correctly with a Wills specialist, to ensure that your 
wishes are carried out after you have died. In doing this, you can also save inheritance 
tax for your estate and protect your family from the expense and uncertainty that comes 
with a situation where someone has died intestate (without a Will). 

To get the most out of your Will, it needs to be detailed and tailored to your specific 
circumstances. You can include details such as who is to bring up your children and 
who should look after any pets you may have. It can also include Trust arrangements for 
children or people who may be vulnerable.

THE SECOND DOCUMENT – FINANCIAL LASTING POWER OF ATTORNEY (LPA)

Once you have made your Will, you may think that your affairs are in order and nothing 
else needs to be done to protect your wishes and your family.

Unfortunately, this is not the case.

Life expectancy has risen steadily in recent decades and this means people are living 
longer, but without retaining the mental capability they need to allow them to look after 
their own affairs.

There is also the risk of sudden serious illness or injury, meaning mental capacity can be 
lost at any time.
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Should you lose mental capacity, with an LPA in place for property and financial affairs, 
your trusted “Attorney” will have the power to manage these affairs for you.

Without an LPA, your family would need to apply to the Court of Protection for an 
Order to appoint a Deputy. This process is costly and time-consuming (an average 
application can take 6+ months) and it would be the Court’s decision, not yours, as to 
who should be appointed. The Court will also have to approve certain financial decisions 
which can make managing your affairs more difficult for your loved ones.

THE THIRD DOCUMENT – HEALTH & WELFARE LPA

The third, and last, document is another type of LPA. This one deals with your health, 
medical treatment, and your personal welfare. Here, you can appoint someone to make 
decisions about your health, treatment and wellbeing, including decisions around 
medical treatment and residential care. 

You can include preferences and instructions to your Attorney now (including whether 
you would want to refuse to certain treatments), whilst you still have mental capacity.

If you do not have a LPA in place for your health and welfare, then often the local 
authority (social services) will step in and make decisions on your behalf. If you are 
in hospital, the doctors will make the decisions on how to treat you and whether this 
treatment is in your best interests.
